A CLOSER LOOK
Luke 1:26-56

Today’s passage focuses on the mother of the Lord,
Mary. Mary is an otherwise insignificant but faithful
young Jewish woman whose life is radically
transformed by a visit from an angel. Once the angel
appeared to Mary, she began to await the King like no
one else in history. Not only was Mary awaiting the
coming of the Messiah, she was awaiting the birth of
the baby in her very own womb. In this study, we
will look at the story of Mary according to the
following outline:

e V26-33 - The announcement made to Mary

e V34-38 — The angel explains the announcement
e V39-45 — Mary visits Elizabeth

e V46-56 — Mary rejoices in the Lord

What is Mary’s initial reaction to the angel’s visit?
Why do you think she reacted this way?

How do you think you would have reacted?

4. Read through Mary’s “Magnificat” in v46-56.

How does Mary praise God? How does this
passage help you prepare to celebrate the
coming of Christ this Advent season?

What is the significance of v50 in regard to
your relationship with God?
