Below are some 
Scriptures that might make for some thoughtful family 
devotions. In addition, begin to sing the traditional carols of 
Christmas because they tell the story beautifully and lead our 

hearts to worship and praise. 

• Isaiah 7:14 “His name shall be Immanuel” – “God With 
Us” 

• Isaiah 9:2, 6-7 “For a child will be born…”

Talk about the fulfillment of prophecy 

Talk about the power of truth seen in the fulfillment of  

Prophecy 
 

• Matthew 1:1-17 – the line of Christ – notice Joseph is of 

the house of David fulfilling the prophecy of Christ’s line 

• Matthew 1:18-26 – this is the story of Joseph – notice the 

words of the angel repeating the prophecy of Isaiah 

• Matthew 2:1-23 – this is the story of the Wise Men, the 
flight to Egypt and Herod’s killing of the babies in 
Bethlehem. Notice again all of the prophecies being 

fulfilled 
 

• Luke 1: 5-24 – the story of Zechariah and Elizabeth – take 
note of the prophecy regarding John the Baptist, Jesus’ 

cousin 

• Luke 1: 26-45 – Gabriel’s visit to Mary 

• Luke 1:46-56 – Mary’s song of praise 

• Luke 1:57-66 – birth and naming of John the Baptist 

• Luke 1:67-80 – Zechariah’s prophecy regarding Jesus and 

John 

• Luke 2:1-20 – Jesus’ birth
